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SUMMARY
Postmodernity and New Religiosity

The aim of this paper is to highlight the relationship between the typical
characteristics of postmodernity and the distinctive features of the diffused
New Religiosity. Since the Second World War, and especially since the
1960s and 70s, a number of crucial changes have taken place in the
Western world in the social, economic, political and technological spheres.
As a collective phenomenon, these changes have come to be known as
“postmodernity”. “New self”, “new body”, “gender”, “new technology”,
“economy” are the chief characteristics of postmodernity, but at the same
time the basic elements in the neomythological plots of modern leisure
and entertainment products and in the teachings of the modern diffused
religiosity. The diffused religiosity forms a part of the New Religiosity and
is that kind of religiosity which does not take the form of movements,
groups or organisations. On the contrary, it is characterised by the free
movement of ideas and practices expressed in various media, such as
television or art. For example, the plots of noemythological entertainment
products, such as science fiction movies, comics and video games, are
the modern and most popular expression of this religiosity. It is an
alternative, disparate religious reality that appropriates everything: from
psychology to ecology; from gnosticism to interplanetary travel; from the
ancient myths about gods and heroes to modern myths about aliens, and
from magic to technology. All of these elements are presented either in
the most popularised and over-simplified way or cloaked in a mantle
of philosophical or scientific knowledge, or and this is the most usual
case — as a new mythology that combines both, the fantastical and
the pseudoscientific. This reproduction and production of mythical and
religious elements, and especially the way in which the mythical and
religious elements are combined and presented, are indicative of the
sphere of diffused religiosity and the cultural context to which it belongs,
i.e. that of postmodernity.
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
