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SUMMARY

Consciousness, intelligence and corporeality
in contemporary digital technology:
Tracing the mystery of personhood in the age of artificial intelligence

The current digital civilization leads to a quantification of the human
self and to a massive intervention of algorithms in human relations.
Furthermore, the ideal of super-humanism points to the transcendence
of human kind in the direction of more efficient intelligence. The latter
puts aside vital human elements such as feelings, experiences, genuine
originality as well as the possibility of surprise in a dialogue between
human persons. On the other hand, the ideal of trans-humanism points
to the direction of full hybridization between men and machines, making
the preservation of particularly human characteristics superfluous.
Artificial intelligence creates a semblance of personal interaction, the
goal being that of general artificial intelligence, which could lead to the
substitution of all human functions and, eventually, to superintelligence,
which will be incomparably more efficient than the human one in the
moment of singularity that would mean an asymmetrical explosion of
intelligence surpassing the human one.

It is the duty of Philosophy to raise the question of what is particularly
human. And it is the duty of Theology to respond to such questions
through an interpretation of the event of Christ as full God and full
man manifesting the eschatological truth of humankind. Christ’s
incarnation shows that corporeality is an indispensable part of salvation,
leading the ancient Church to condemn the theory of the migration
of souls. In a similar sense, a Christian cannot accept the ideas of
technological immortality which are based on the loading of data of
human consciousness to machines, since the latter is tantamount to a
contemporary version of the migration of souls that annuls the fullness
of salvation.
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From a theological point of view, it might be true that the Persons of
the Holy Trinity are incorporeal in themselves; however, the salvation
of man is based not on a direct image of the Trinity but on the work of
the Second Person of the Trinity who became flesh and accomplished
salvation through the power of the Crucifixion and the corporeal
Resurrection. This means that for human personhood, corporeality as
well as the assumption of the mortality and precarity that are inherent
to it is absolutely indispensable: This is the meaning of the combination
of Crucifixion and Resurrection in the Christian vision of salvation,
which entails a struggle with death and the integrity of the full human
nature. This is due to the natural difference between the uncreated and
the created, which is preserved even in the eschaton.

On the contrary, the idolization of data of consciousness would entail
a post-modern form of paganism. Christ’s corporeality is transferred to
the Church as an emphasis on locality as well as to loving the particular
other, the ‘neighbour’ independently of his properties. Christ’s
exhortation to love those who are enemies, unjust, unreliable in their
debts etc means that compatibility of properties is not the criterion for
Christian love. This is a revolutionary message, particularly in the age
of Internet algorithms that shape our lives. What is particularly human
is man’s ability to enter a free dialogue with the transcendent God as
well as with human persons, i.e. as a personal otherness that retains the
element of surprise and that is not reducible to quantifiable properties.
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
