SUMMARY

The artful wisdom of Athena in the myth of Prometheus
vs. the technical spirit of late modernity

The transition period from modernity to post-modernity is a historical
discourse on Western civilization. Postmodernity may best be seen as a
cultural and political condition against the concept of linear development
of culture. A concise overview of the major assumptions of post-modernity
introduces the questioning, the rupture of the expected continuities, the
subversion, the loss of certainty, an attack on rationality that affects some
of the fundamental foundations of human nature: truth, knowledge,
religion, science, art, technique. In a completely different (discourse)
context, the myth of Prometheus (in Plato’s dialogue Protagoras), indicates
a reversal of the continuations. The philanthropic and provident Titan
helps mankind and steals the wisdom that resides in skills from the
goddess Athena along with fire and gives them to humans. Though not
referring to the philosophical virtue of wisdom, this kind of wisdom is
bestowed upon people to improve their lives. Postmodernism offered a
diametrically different point of view of technical wisdom (spirit), which
was part of its appeal expressing hidden power relations in philosophy
and humanities.
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
