SUMMARY

Beyond Good and Bad Usage: The “Self-Fulfilling Prophecy” (?)
of Science Fiction Narratives

Dystopian science fiction narratives are not a product of the last
decades of the 20th century. They appear shortly after the Industrial
Revolution, when machines begin to enter people’s everyday life. They
are not prophecies of a gloomy future, but they reflect the fear and
anxiety of societies facing the transition from a “tool culture” to a
“machine culture”. They are not the work of the writers’ imagination;
they result from the application of logical processes and analogical
reflection on the reality of their time. This is particularly evident in the
first decades of the 20th century, when the new technological revolution
(automobile, electricity, telephone, etc.) and scientific discoveries and
theories (relativity theory, Pavlov’s experiments, etc.) shook confidence
in the concept of progress and in the notion that science can lead us to
truth. Philosophers and writers (Carpenter, Tolstoy, Russell, Huxley, etc.)
have been critical of scientific research and technological development,
arguing that the problem stems from their very essence and it’s not a
matter of good or bad usage.
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
