SUMMARY

The “Sacred” in Al Era:
Religion and Transformative Technologies in Late Modernity

Artificial Intelligence generates debate, controversy, and above all
concern as do all major technological and cultural developments.
Social, political, theological, and philosophical approaches along
with informatics sciences seek to capture the key features of the new
technologies and their impact on human life and culture. Issues such
as the ethical alignment of Al, the protection of privacy, the fair and
pro-human use of Al and the balance between spirituality and technical
advancement emerge worldwide. The ethical dilemmas raised by its use
along with the phenomena of secularization, the rise of technocracy and
cultural differentiation shape new characteristics and functions of the
sacred in late modernity. In the Al era, algorithmic development brings
forth not only technical challenges but also fundamental questions, if
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not dilemmas, regarding the meaning and the consequences of human
agency, as well as the essence and the orientation of human freedom
and creativity. It particularly affects long-standing manifestations of
religiosity as rituals and practices, new modes of spiritual guidance and
religious apps are now available in their algorithmic form. This analysis,
based upon contemporary social theories, examines how Al reshapes the
understanding of the “sacred” in late modern societies and explores the
intersection of Al and religion. It highlights the theological and moral
concerns raised during the last years, reflects on the transformative
potential of Al, frames the recent developments within contemporary
social theory, and contributes to the Al ethical alignment discourse.
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
